ASSEMBLY PROCESS

Important: Preparation

The use of tools and materials such as gloves and a rubber mallet ISRECOMMENDED TO
FULLY FIT THE COMPONENTS AND WORK SAFELY.

BUILD IN AN AREA WITH ENOUGH SPACE

Lockers are assembled easily without screws.

The left stop is placed in the hook slots
located on the inside left of the locker
at the height of the lock. This piece
performs the locking function when the
door is closed, making the locker more
secure.

HANGING BAR

Insert the bar into the supports, then hang the supports in the housing slot on the shelves, finally lift
the safety tab of the supports.

The safety tab must be lifted to fix the position of
the support once placed on the metal shelf.

ASSEMBLY PROCESS

e After the bolts have been inserted, place the upper shelf on top and secure both the top and
bottom shelf panels with safety clips.

Before inserting the lower bolt, the door and the lock we have to lift the set of
lockers.

Taking special care not to drag them so that they do not wear out when rubbing
against the surface, lift the assembly and position it vertically.



ASSEMBLY PROCESS

@ The bolt Is inserted in the lower frame.

Q To install the door, first insert the lower bolt and then push the upper bolt to be able to insert
it into the hole in the door.

The lock is inserted into the hole in the door, To fix the lock in position, insert the fork
in the direction of the side closest to the hole. from the back.

After the assembly of the locker Is finished, insert the left and right stops, to give the locker

locker at the height of the lock. This
piece performs a stop function when the
door is closed, giving the door greater
resistance and rigidity when pushed.

The left stopper is placed in the hook
slots located on the inside left of the
locker at the height of the lock. This
piece performs the locking function
when the door is closed, making the
locker more secure.

HANGER BAR

The bar is inserted into the supports, then the supports are hung in the housings provided for this on
the shelves, and finally the safety tab of the supports is lifted.

The safety tab should be lifted to fix the position
of the stand placed on the metal shelf.

The rear must stay Assembled between the sides Outers.

ASSEMBLY PROCESS

e The bottom shelf is then placed .

The shelf must be inserted turned and
carried to the end of the locker, so that
the eyelashes fit correctly on the inner
sides.

Q Once the bolts are inserted, the top shelf will be placed and then safety staples are
inserted into the upper and lower shelves.
